	GLOBAL CENTRE FOR AFRICENTRIC CULTURAL SCHOOLS

WHAT: We are the foremost clearinghouse for the design, propagation and implementation of Africentric Cultural Schools. ACS’s are educational centres for remedial academics, cultural enrichment and character-fortification of children of African descent. The aim is to nurture sound, self-assured, capable young adults, who contribute positively to their community, nation & planet. Ideally, ACS’s operate separately from, but in consort with, regular school; and are offered at weekends or weekday evenings. 

WHY: Africentric Cultural Schools are needed because of the predicament of a great many children of African descent throughout the world. A well-adjusted person (one who is capable of being a fully-functioning citizen and a positive contributor to his or her community, nation and planet) needs to be culturally grounded and psychologically balanced. This is the foundation for self-esteem, self-respect, self-reliance, self-love and a multiplicity of other life-enriching selfies. Because of our marginalized situation throughout the world, we continue to be challenged in attaining these necessary qualities: the very ones needed for genuine equality with everyone else on earth. This does not augur well for our viability in a highly competitive world. Things must change and ACS’s are indispensable in preparing our children to be the agents of this change.

WHEN: The time is right now, for the hour is late. It is very late. It is long overdue.

WHO: ACS’s are essentially for children of African descent, typically between the ages of 6 and 16. They may be sponsored by any community-based organization and offered in the students’ community or residential locality. The involvement of community adults is vital: they will function as organizers, teachers and contributors of needed resources.   

WHERE: ACS’s can be implemented anywhere in our global diaspora or in Africa, our Motherland. They are needed wherever African children are not being taught Africentrically; wherever their education does not situate them at the centre of their world; wherever their schooling places them on the periphery of someone else’s world.     

HOW: You must first satisfy yourselves that your group is committed to the ACS idea. Do some research of your own. Make sure that parents of school-age children are involved at the onset. Form an ACS Sponsoring Group (either newly minted or within an already existing community-based organization). Next, request an ACS Program Implementation Kit from us and it will guide you the rest of the way.  Welcome to the fold. Let us act as responsible adults and build a brighter future for all our children.
